Splendid is seeking fearless young and emerging artists for two weeks of bending art forms and collaboration to create new works for Splendour in the Grass festival.

Splendid is open to young and emerging artists (under 30 years old or in the first 5 years of their practice) who work in the visual arts, theatre, dance, design, installation, architecture, digital media, sound, text, community arts and other creative pursuits.
 
The program includes a residential Arts Lab, mentorship and opportunities to promote work to major festival audiences in Australia and internationally.
 
The Splendid 2010 begins with a residential 2 week Arts Lab in Lismore, NSW and at Splendour in the Grass festival at Woodford, Qld. The Lab will be facilitated by leading local and international artists and provocateurs, guided by a curatorium and supported by specialised production personnel.
 
Selected cross-art form projects developed in the Lab will be designed to premiere at Splendour in the Grass 2011 and other music festivals.

What is Splendid?

Splendid is a cross art form initiative that builds experimentation and collaboration between young and emerging artists and 2010 is the second year the project has been in existence.
Splendid involves the creative development and commissioning of new works by emerging artists to be presented at Splendour in the Grass, and then marketed to other Australian and international festivals and venues. The creative development arm of the project includes the opportunity for the artists to attend an intensive Arts Lab program as well as obtain mentorship through the Curatorium team.

The Curatorium Team is responsible for selecting participating artists and the commissioning of artworks for Splendour in the Grass. In 2010 the team consists of:

Splendid is a Lismore Regional Gallery project in partnership with Splendour in the Grass, NORPA and the Arts Northern Rivers. It is also an Opportunities for Young and Emerging Artists Initiative (OYEA) assisted by the Australian Government through the Australia Council, its Arts funding and advisory body.

What is the Arts Lab?

An integral part of Splendid is the Arts Lab – an intensive laboratory styled residency that takes place over two (2) weeks in Lismore on the NSW north coast and at Splendour in the Grass.

The labs are structured as immersive and exploratory playgrounds, designed to allow for a diverse range of artists to intersect, exchange and unfold ideas.

Collaborations and ideas conceived by the artists in the Arts Lab will enter a Six (6) month consultation and development period from July through to December.

Why is Splendid Important?

Quotes from the Curatorium:

Brett Adlington:
Splendid provides exceptional opportunities to young and emerging artists, and helps to navigate pathways that lead to ongoing projects and potential future income. The successes of last year’s intake, even prior to their work being installed at Splendour in the Grass 2010, indicate the genuine need for major projects such as this.
Managed by Lismore Regional Gallery in partnerships with  NORPA, Arts Northern Rivers and Splendour in the Grass; Splendid demonstrates the strength and vitality of regional arts organisations in the Northern Rivers and firmly places them on a national and international platform.”

Craig Schuftan:
“I'm really glad to be involved with Splendid. One of the problems with art - as many artists have realized over the last century or so - is that you have to go to an art gallery to see it, and a lot of people today just don't do that. So there's a strong argument, I think, for putting cutting-edge art in popular places like music festivals. Many people say of festivals that their favourite things are often the things they least expected, and the 'browsing' we do at festivals as we wander from one tent to another makes it more likely that we'll make new discoveries. So it's a great opportunity for people doing exciting stuff in fields like visual art or contemporary dance to find a new audience for their work. I tend to think it's good for the avant - garde too, to get out of the rarified air of the gallery and mingle with the festival crowd.”

Jessica Ducrou: 
“For its tenth year Splendour is moving from its home of the last nine years in Byron Bay to the Woodford Folk Festival site in Queensland. This move has meant we have been able to expand our audience, and with it our arts and cultural program. Splendour sees the value in presenting the work of cutting edge contemporary artists within the music festival context and we are very excited about the outcomes of Splendid”.
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
